 Thank you Lord, for all who are on missions of mercy, 
witnessing for Christ and giving practical and financial aid 
in his name and working in rebuilding and recovery.  

 

We remember too the people of Christchurch in their 
shattered city. We pray that your people may share the 
hope of the gospel with others who have no hope.
